An Extended Project Qualification (EPQ) is a stand-alone qualification enabling pupils studying in Years 12 and 13 to independently investigate a specific topic of their choice in depth. The outcome of this work can be a 5,000-word report or dissertation, or an artwork/artefact with a shorter piece of writing. An EPQ is a highly-valued qualification for employment and/or progression to higher education, worth half the UCAS points of an A-Level. 

The Photographers' Gallery’s  (TPG’s) EPQ in Photography will support up to 20 pupils to attain an EPQ, free of charge. The programme offers a structured grounding in photography history, theory and techniques, as well as: 

· research techniques, through taught lessons; 
· guest speakers; 
· a group exhibition; 
· one-to-one mentoring with photography/personal interest topic professional. 

Pupils are supported to select their topic of personal interest and to independently develop an essay or artwork for presentation and assessment in April 2027. 

50 hours of taught sessions take place on the following dates:
· 26–28 October 2026
· November 2026 (flexible online sessions)
· 5–6 December 2026
· 16 January 2027
· 15–17 February 2027
· 19–21 March 2027
· 17 & 24 April 2027 

Please note that these dates are compulsory and must be attended to complete the qualification.

Participants will be required to commit a further 50 hours toward independent research, project development and final written/photographic project creation and presentation as part of this programme with their EPQ coordinators at school.

All pupils interested in taking part in the programme must complete an application by 20 July 2026. Potential applicants will be invited for a short, ten-minute telephone interview on the 20 September. Applicants will be notified in early September if their application has been successful.
